boo wood album

Scrapbook your special Halloween memories
in our cute chipboard album with a unique
wood cover. It's easy to adhere Adornit pat-
terned papers to the wood and chipboard,
then decorate with photos and coordinating
accents. This is a great project for a crop or
teen’s party! 10 x 4 inches.

1. Cover wood BOO and chipboard tags with
patterned paper. Place patterned paper face
down on work surface, then place wood or
chipboard face down on paper. Trace and cut
out. For small spaces, use an exacto knife.
Cover front of wood and front and back of each
large tag.

2. Adhere patterned paper to wood and chip-
board using thin coat of decoupage medium or
glue. Sand edges to remove excess paper.

3. Place photos and journaling on each page,
front and back, if desired.

4. Use stickers and ribbon to embellish each
page as shown.

5. Thread all pieces onto metal ring.

A wreath of pumpkins to bewitch your front door. Solid wood
wreath is topped with decoupaged mini wood pumpkins —
some have painted wood ‘frames’ on top. Add metal accents
and themed ribbon for a happy Halloween look. Diameter 14
inches.

1. Paint edges of wreath and pumpkins in colors to match
paper or leave wood natural and seal. (We left ours natural.)
Paint pumpkin frames orange.

2. Cut papers to fit pumpkins by placing patterned paper face
down on work surface. Place wood face down on paper. Make
sure wood piece is positioned over the part of the paper that
you want to show on the front.

3. Trim around wood with X-acto knife, cutting paper as you go
OR trace paper with pencil and cut your traced paper pieces
with scissors. Do not cover stems with paper.

4. Decoupage paper to wood: Apply a thin layer of decoupage
medium with a sponge brush to the front side of the wood.
Place paper cutout onto the wet glue, line up edges and rub
down. Remove wrinkles and bubbles by pressing gently with

a popsicle stick, working from the center out. Let dry and use
sanding block to remove excess paper on the edges. Add
another coat of decoupage.

5. Glue orange pumpkin wood frames to pumpkins.

6. Attach Leaf Metal Accents to three pumpkins with thin green
wire as shown.

6. Glue pumpkins to wreath as shown. Tie ribbons between
pumpkins. Tie Halloween Fun Words 1” Ribbon around top of
wreath to hang.
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61044 Spooky Wood Blocks
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Add a spooky set of wood blocks to your Hallow-
een décor this year. Easy to display on a shelf or
table, they’ll give a fun touch of Halloween to any
room. Enjoy handcrafting them with bright-colored
patterned paper and coordinating ribbon. Vinyl let-
ters included. Height of tallest block 5.75 inches.

1. Paint edges and backs of wood blocks (and 74"
onto front edge) black.

2. Measure each wood block and cut rectangles of
patterned paper to fit just inside the front edges.

3. To decoupage paper to wood: Apply a thin
layer of decoupage medium with a sponge brush
to the front side of the wood. Place paper cutout
onto the wet glue, line up edges and rub down.
Remove wrinkles and bubbles by pressing gently
with a popsicle stick, working from the center out.
4. Apply s-p-0-0-k-y vinyl letters to blocks. Start
by cutting out each letter. Pull off backing so the
letter stays on sticky transfer tape. Lay letter down
on block where you want it. Rub down using a
popsicle stick or the edge of a credit card, then
slowly peel off tape, leaving the vinyl letter in
place on the block.

6. Adorn with ribbon and embellishments. See
photo for placement.
